
Spitfire Scramble 24 hour event Hornchurch Country Park 13th & 14th July 2024 
 
The Havering mixed squad placed second in Spitfire Scramble 24-hour relay event at Hornchurch Country. The event 
started at 12 noon on Saturday and ended at 12 noon on Sunday and during that time the teams ran multiple legs of 
the 5 ¾ mile mixed terrain course.   
 
The Havering team logged up 34 laps – three fewer than winners Eton Manor – but one lap more than the club’s 
mixed team in 2022. Graham Hogan and Jason Crispin completed five laps each and Barry Smith, Martin Chester 
Morgan Campbell, Robyn Matson, Steve Walker and Trevor Keys each ran four laps. Jason Crispin’s opening lap of 
35m 56 seconds proved to be the team’s fastest, with Martin Chester next fastest on 37:14.
